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2. General safety regulations

A WARNING:

Disconnect the plug from the power source before
making any assembly, adjustments or changing
accessories. Such preventative safety measures reduce
the risk of starting the tool accidentaly.

Read carefully and understand all instructions before
using the tool.

When using power tools, the following instructions must
be followed to prevent hazards such as electric shock, fire

and/or serious injury.

Work area safety

P Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered
benches and dark areas invite accidents.

» Do not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence of
flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power
tools create sparks which may ignite the
dust or fumes.

P Keep children and bystanders away while
operating a power tool. Distractions can
cause you to lose control.

Electrical safety

P Power tool plugs must match the outlet.
Never modify the plug in any way. Do
not use any adapter plugs with earthed
(grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs
and matching outlets will reduce the risk of
electric shock.

» Avoid body contact with earthed or ground-
ed surfaces wuch as pipes, radiators, ranges
and refrigerators. There is an increased risk
of electric shock if your body is earthed or
grounded.

» Do not expose power tools to rain or wet
conditions. Water enetring a power tool will
increase the risk of electric shock.

» Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord
for carrying, pulling or unplugging the
power tool. Keep cord away from heat, olil,
sharp edges or moving parts. Damaged or
entangled cords increase the risk of electric
shock.

P When operating a power tool outdoors, use

an extension cord suitable for outdoor use.
Use of a cord for outdoor use reduces the
risk of electric shock.

Personal safety

P Stay alert, watch what you are doing and
use common sense when operating a
power tool. Do not use a power tool while
you are tired or under the influence of
drugs, alcohol or medication. A moment of
distraction while operating power tools may
result in serious personal injury.

P Use safety equipment. Always wear eye
protection. Safety equipment such as dust
mask, non-skid safety shoes, hard hat, or
hearing protection used for appropriate
conditions will reduce personal injuries.

P Avoid accidental starting. Ensure the switch
is in the off-position before plugging in.
Carrying power tools with your finger on the
switch or plugging in power tools that have
the switch on invites accidents.

P Remove any adjusting key or wrench before
turning the power tool ON. Awrench or a
key left attached to a rotating part of the
power tool may result in personal injury.

» Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and
balance at all times. This enables better
control of the power tool in unexpected
situations.

P Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing
or jewellery. Keep your hair, clothing and
gloves away from moving parts. Loose
clothes, jewellery or long hair can be caught
in moving parts.

P If devices are provided for the connection
of dust extraction and collection facilities,
ensure these are connected and properly
used. Use of these devices can reduce dust
related hazards.

Power tool use and care

» Do not force the power tool. Use the correct
power tool for your application. The correct
power tool will do the job better and safer
for the purpose for which it was designed.

P Do not use the power tool if the switch does
not turn it ON and OFF. Any power tool
that cannot be controlled with the switch is
dangerous and must be repaired.
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P Disconnect the plug from the power source
before making any adjustments, changing
accessories or storing power tools. Such
preventative safety measures reduce the
risk of starting the power tool accidentally.

P Store idle power tools out of the reach of
children and do not allow persons unfamil-
iar with the power tool or these instructions
to operate the power tool. Power tools are
dangerous in the hands of untrained users.

P Maintain power tools, check for misalign-
ment or binding of moving parts, breakage
of parts and any other condition that may
affect the power tools’ operation. If dam-
aged, have the power tool repaired before
use. Many accidents are caused by poorly
maintained power tools.

P Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Properly
maintained cutting tools with sharp cutting
edges are less likely to bind and are easier
to control.

P Use the power tool, accessories and tool
bits etc., in accordance with these instruc-
tions and in the manner intended for the
particular type of power tool, taking into
account the working conditions and the
work to be performed. Use of the power
tool for operations different from intended
could resultin a hazardous situation.

Service

P Have your power tool serviced by a
qualified repair person using only genuine
replacement parts. This will ensure that the
safety of the power tool is maintained.

» Follow instruction for lubricating and chang-
ing accessories.

P Keep handles dry, clean and free from oil
and grease.

@ Wear ear protectors. Exposure to noise can
cause hearing loss.

© Hold power tools by insulated gripping sur-
faces when performing an operation where
the cutting tool may contact hidden wiring
or its own cord. Contact with a “live” wire will
make exposed metal parts of the tool “live”
and shock the operator.

O Wear a hard hat (safety helmet), safety
glasses and/or face shield. Ordinary eye or
sun glasses are NOT safety glasses. It is also
highly recommended that you wear a dust
mask and thickly padded gloves.

© Be sure the bitis secured in place before
operation.

0@ Under normal operation, the tool is designed
to produce vibration. The screws can
come loose easily, causing a breakdown or
accident. Check tightness of screws carefully
before operation.

@ In cold weather or when the tool has not
been used for a long time, let the tool warm
up for a while by operating it under no load.
This will loosen up the lubrication.

© Always be sure you have a firm footing. Be
sure no one is below when using the tool in
high locations.

© Hold the tool firmly with both hands.
@ Keep hands away from moving parts.

@® Do not leave the tool running. Operate the
tool only when hand-held.

@ Donot point the tool at any one in the area
when operating. Parts could fly out and injure
somenone seriously.

@® Do not touch parts close to the bit immedi-
ately after operation; they may be extremely
hot and could burn your skin.

@ Some material contains chemicals which
may be toxic. Take caution to prevent dust
inhalation and skin contact. Follow material
supplier safety data.

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Additional safety regulations for
sanders

® Always use protective goggles that conform
to the requirements of applicable safety
standards. When using power tools, there
is always a danger of foreign objects flying
off and hitting the eyes of the user or those
standing close by and causing permanent
injury.

® Always use a dust mask when sanding.

® Always use ear defenders when sanding,
particularly if you are going to work for long
periods without interruption.

® Always disconnect the sander from the mains
before changing the sanding pad and prior
to cleaning.

® Do not wear ties or loose clothing.

® Secure the workpiece. Use a vice or clamps
to secure the workpiece if appropriate. This
is safer than holding it with your hand and
allows you to operate the sander with both
hands.

® Aworkpiece that is too small to be secured
safely must not be sanded using the ma-
chine.

® Always check that the area to be sanded does
not contain nails or other foreign objects.

® Keep your hands away from the sanding pad.
Avoid placing your hands where thereis a
chance that they may come into the path of
the sanding pad should the sander suddenly
jerk or slide uncontrollably.

® Avoid damage caused by accidental starts
by always disconnecting the plug from the
mains socker before fitting or removing
sandpaper or the dust collector.

® Keep the extension cable away from the
work area. Position the extension cable so
that it cannot become entangled in the work-
piece, sander or other obstacle when working
with the sander.

® |fan extension cable is to be used, it must be
in good condition. In addition, also ensure
that the extension cable has an sufficiently

large capacity (cable area) for the current
used by the sander. Extension cables with
an inadequate cable area deliver insufficient
voltage, which leads to lower outputand
overheating.

® Make sure the extension cable is correctly
connected and is in good condition. Replace
damaged extension cables or get an electri-
cian to repair them prior to use. Protect ex-
tension cables from sharp objects, excessive
heat, steam and damp areas.

4. Functional description
and specifications

Intended use

The sander is intended for smoothing and finish-
ing various surfaces and material.

A WARNING:

If the replacement of the supply cord is necessary, it has
to be done by a professional to avoid a safety hazard.

Fitting sanding sheets

® Open the paper clamps 8 on the both sides
of the sander’s soleplate. (fig 1).

® Take sanding paper 9 of the required grain
size and place on the hook & loop pad 7.

® Make sure that the perforations in the paper
correspond with those on the sanding pad.

@ Fold the sanding paper at both ends around

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the edges of the sanding pad. Make sure that
the ends of the sanding paper are clamped.

A WARNING:
The sanding paper must be fitted firmly on sanding pad
and should not come loose.

To remove the sanding paper 9, simply peel it
away from the hook & loop pad 7.

Switch ON and OFF
® To switch on the tool, push the ON / OFF
switch 1 to position 1 (fig 2).

® To switch off the tool, push the ON / OFF
switch 1 to position 0 (fig 2).

A WARNING:

Never use the tool for sanding any magnesium workpiece.

Sandpaper selection

Selecting the correct grit and type of sandpaper

is extremely important in achieving a high quality
sanded finish. Aluminum oxide, silicon carbide
and other synthetic abrasives are best for power
sanding. Natural abrasives such as flint and garnet
are too soft for economical use in power sanding.
In general, coarse grit will remove most material.
Fine grit will produce the best finish in all sanding
operations. The condition of the surface to be and-
ed will determine which grit will do the best job.

® NOTE:

Where the sandpaper grits are shown numerically, higher
numbers indicate finer grit and lower numbers indicate
coarser grit.

If the surface is rough, start with a coarse grit and
sand until the surface is uniform. Medium grit

may then be used to remove scratches left by the
coarser grit. Fine grit should be used for finishing
the surface. Always continue sanding with each grit
until the surface is uniform.

Sanding

Clamp or otherwise secure your workpiece to pre-
vent it from moving under the sander while being
sanded. Secure the workpiece in a vice if possible.

A WARNING:
Any unsecured workpiece could be thrown toward the
operator causing injury.

Place the sander on the workpiece so the com-
plete sanding pad surface is in contact with the
workpiece. Turn the sander ON by squeezing the
trigger switch. Move the sander slowly over the
workpiece making successive passes in parallel
lines. When sanding wood, make sure you move
the sander parallel to the grain and not across the
grain. This will make finish sanding more efficient
and smoother.

Upon completion of the sanding operation, turn
sander OFF by squeezing and releasing the switch
trigger. Wait until the sanding disc comes to a com-
plete stop before removing it from the workpiece.

A WARNING:

Your sander should only be turned ON when the entire
surface of the sanding pad is in contact with the work-
piece. Failure to follow this sanding procedure could result
in loose sandpaper which could result in possible injury.

® NOTE:

Hold the sander with two hands, using both the front and
main handles. Be careful NOT to cover the motor cooling
vents with your hands. Covering the cooling vents could
cause the motor to be damaged by overheating.

DO NOT FORCE THE SANDER. The weight of
the sander usually provides adequate pressure.
Let the sander and sandpaper do the work.
Applying added pressure will slow the motor,
increase the wear on the sandpaper and greatly
reduce sander speed. Excessive pressure will
overload the motor causing possible damage
from the motor overheating. It will also create

an inferior finish on sanded work. Any finish or
resin on wood will soften from the frictional heat,
causing sandpaper to become clogged quickly. Do
not sand in one spot too long as the sander’s rapid
action may remove too much material, making the
surface uneven.

Extended periods of sanding may tend to overheat
the motor. If this occurs, turn sander OFF, wait
until the sanding pad comes to a complete stop
and remove it from the workpiece. Check to make
sure your hands have not been covering the
cooling vents. Let the motor cool before continuing
sanding operation.

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Using the dust extraction connection

The dust extraction connector together with an
external vacuum cleaner takes care of the dust
extraction of the working surface.

Slide the suction mouth of a vacuum cleaner onto
the connector.

Cleaning the dust box

The dust box will collect much of the sanding dust
that is generated during sanding operations. As a
result, it must be cleaned out periodically so the
dust collection will be efficient.

® Squeeze the sides of the dust box 6 and pull
it away from the rear of the sander (fig 3).

® Pry the top of the dust box B away from the
bottom of the dust box c (fig 4).

@ NOTE:

It is best to perform this function either outside or over a
trash can, as loose dust will come out of the dust box very
easily.

® Shake all the dust out of the dust box.

® Use a soft DRY brush to remove the dust
from the filter located inside the top of the
dust box.

® Once all the sanding dust is removed form
the dust box, press the upper and lower
sections together. They will “snap” into place
when properly assembled.

® Reinstall the dust box onto the rear of the
sander.

@ NOTE:
The locking tabs A will “snap” into place when the dust

box is fully pushed onto the rear of the sander.

5. Maintenance

Correct and regular cleaning will improve the safe-
ty and extend the lifespan of the device.

For safe and proper working, always keep the
tool and ventilation slots clean.

The tool may be cleaned most effectively with
compressed dry air or with a soft cloth moistened
with soapy water. Always wear safety goggles
when cleaning tools with compressed air.

Certain cleaning agents and solvents damage

plastic parts. Some of these are: gasoline, carbon
tetrachloride, chlorinated cleaning solvents,
ammonia and household detergents that contain
ammonia.

The brushes and commutator in your tool have
been engineered for many hours of dependable
service. To maintain peak efficiency of the motor,
we recommend every two to six months the
brushes be examined.

Store the tool, operating instructions and where
necessary the accessories in the original packag-
ing. In this way you will always have all the informa-
tion and parts ready to hand.

A WARNING:

Turn the device off, disconnect it from the mains and wait
until it cools down before cleaning or maintenance to
avoid electric shock or burn.

6. Warranty

This tool has been checked by the manufacturer.
From the date of purchase by the final consumer,
a two year warranty for amateur use covers any
faulty material and manufacturing. The receipt or
invoice of purchase needs to be displayed in case
of a repair that is covered by the warranty.

® \Wear that was induced by external factors or
rogue particles (dust, debris etc.)

® \Wear due to non compliance with the instruc-
tions in this manual.
